Chaucerian Prologue Writing Assignment 
Each Group (3 to 5) people must:

· Select a place to go on their pilgrimage (today).

· Write an introduction of approximately 10 lines.

· Write a closing of approximately 10 lines.

Each individual must:

· Select two characters that you would see on your pilgrimage.

· Write a character description of at least 10 lines for each.

Mechanical requirements:

· Use rhyming couplets (AA...bb...cc...).

· A sentence may run through several lines while maintaining proper rhyme and rhythm.

· Punctuate as appropriate.

· Each line begins with a capital letter.

· Each line should be written in iambic pentameter (10 syllables a line).

Style suggestions:

· Perhaps name the character.

· Perhaps describe the character’s physical features, dress, mannerisms, etc.

· Chaucer pokes “gentle fun;” he does not completely put down a character.

· Chaucer often nicely describes a character, then throws in a “zinger.”

· Humor may be off color or suggestive, but not obscene.
